





Library instruction activities included approximately twenty bibliographic
lectures and seventeen library tours.

TECHNICAL SERVICES

The Music Library staff carried out a project to change and refile cards
having AACR2 changes in the category of gWorksay uniform titles. The word
"works" was lined out and the cards were refiled as necessary. Changes
were made in composer/title main and added entries (2nd, 3rd, or 4th lines)
but not in the tracings. Shelf 1ist cards were not changed. The total
time required for the project was 67.5 hours in which time 6492 cards were
changed, 1351 cards were refiled, and 288 composer names were affected.

Over a two-month period in fall 1980, special circulation cards were created--
typed with call number and identifying composer or title--to allow separate
use of cassettes and record jackets. Close to 9000 cards were produced,
matched, and inserted in the cassette cases. The project resulted in an
inventory of the audio collection at that time.

In preparation for the complete rearrangement of the Music Library in
August-September 1981, some changes in Tocation-status of materials had to

be done. Forty percent of the reference books were changed to stack Tocations
but retain use in building status. Also, those scores which have been desig-
nated as reference and located in the reading room will soon be intershelved

in the regular sequence of class numbers, although they also will remain for
use in building only. In June, card sets for 432 titles (serjes and monographs)
were changed to remove the reference location.

During the first two weeks in June, the book and score collection was tattle
taped in preparation for installation of an electronic security system in the
first quarter of 1981/82. The cassettes will be stripped as soon as the
special materials are received.

Other minor projects carried out this year include: a physical count of all
materials in September, production of an annotated 1isting of continuations
for type of use and location, revision of the Kardex and periodical locator,
revision of the conversion chart (aid to use of cassette indexing) to reflect
two new cassette decks used in the Music Building, and complete revision
(including heavy weeding) of the vertical file materials.

PHYSICAL FACILITIES

In December, 1980 a plan for additional space within the Music Building was
presented to the Music/Music Education Coordinating Committee. A request was
made to that committee to consider alternatives and report back to the Music
Librarian. No written report has been received, but it is clear that no
additional space can be made available at this time. Therefore, plans for
rearrangement were drawn up to use the same square footage and yet accomodate
an electronic security system and high shelving. This plan will be implemented
in summer 1981.
